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Biography Studies

This academic series is devoted to biography as an object and a
method of research, with a view to answering the current demand
for a theorization of biography as an emerging ��eld, at a crossroads
between several disciplines in the humanities. The main goal of the
series is to publish leading publications in the ��eld of biography
studies. 
Biography is considered here as distinct from autobiography. The
Biography Studies series will not be a solely historical series, nor a
series for literary theory, nor for Life Writing, but a series for
biography studies: genuinely inter- and multidisciplinary, providing
the subject of biography its own deserved space. It will not publish
(biographical) source publications or biographies, but publications
that re��ect on and investigate biography/biographies as a research
methodology and with regard to its role in public spheres.
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
