


Self-Guided Tour of the Zernike Complex 
Finding your way around (see floor plan below)

Naming of buildings: The buildings on the map above are each indicated with a letter. These letters are also to be found on the signs 

on the campus. Apart from that, each (part of a) building is indicated with a number. This way you know exactly where you lecture will 

take place, for instance.

Numeration of rooms: The first 4 numbers refer to the building number. The last 4 refer to the floor and room numbers. E.g. 

5419.0015 means building 5419, room 0015 (00=ground floor; 15= room 15. The first floor would have been 5419.0115. The second 

floor 5419.0215 etc.)

Duisenberg building (Building H, numbers 5411-5412-5414-5415-5418-5427):

•	 Building 5412: small lecture rooms and the Blauwe Zaal (number 8 in this map) (big lecture room).

•	 Building 5412: Repro shop (nr. 6). You will find copying machines here. The repro sells copying cards and all kinds of materials 

to bind your reports.

•	 Building 5414: Library (Bibliotheek). You can study in the library as well as borrow/copy studying materials (books, readers etc.) 

with your student card. Be quiet in the library since it is a studying area.

•	 Building 5411: Student Plaza. Here you can work at the tables, meet your fellow students, have a drink at the coffee corner 

(micaffé) or visit one of the display houses of EBF, career office etc. The student support desk (nr 3) is located here. This is the 

front office for all your questions regarding your studies. 

•	 Building 5411: Reception Desk (nr. 1) The porters are responsible for the Kapteynborg (J) and the Duisenberg building (H) 

including the pavilion at the water. Here you can buy cards for the copying machine and get keys to lecture rooms. Also go here in 

case of emergency or when you have lost or found personal belongings.

•	 Building 5411 (corridor): Admissions and Exchange Office: For all questions and information on admissions, 

internationalization, study abroad, exchange programmes.

•	 Building 5411 (corridor): Study Advice: You can make an appointment with your study advisor for counseling on studying 

methods, studying career, future options, (personal) issues, study delay, disabilities, dyslexia, top athlete information etc.

•	 Building 5411(corridor): Career Office: The Career Office can inform you on internships, inform you on the labour market etc.

•	 Building 5427: Student Societies building (nr. 9). In this part of the building you will find the student associations (e.g. EBF, 

the faculty association of the FEB).

•	 Building 5415: Computer facilities. There is a big computer room as well as smaller computer rooms when you walk through 

the corridor. You can log in at the computers of the FEB using your student number and password. The ICT-Help Desk can help 

you in case of log in or other computer problems. They are currently on your right when you enter the big computer room.

•	 Building 5411 (first floor, opposite the elevator): FEB Research Lab. Researchers from the faculties of Marketing and HRM&OB 

will conduct experiments in this, and are in need of students to be able to do these experiments. You will receive appr. € 7,- an 

hour and be able to contribute to science. You can sign up for the pool of candidates in NESTOR, by clicking on ‘Sign up’ in the 

menu button and enrolling yourself in the group. When new research starts, we will contact you to ask for your participation.

Duisenberg Pavilion (Building 5433):

•	 Location of the faculty board as well as a lecture room (150 seats) called the ‘Rode Zaal’ (red room): 5433.0005. 

Kapteynborg (Building J, number 5419):

•	 Lecture rooms (K). On the ground floor and first floor.

•	 Lecture Hall 0015 (nr. 10). This is a frequently used big lecture room

•	 Syllabus shop (2) You can buy your syllabi (readers) in the shop at the first floor.

•	 Canteen (nr. 5).  You can buy food and drinks, sit inside or outside.

Other buildings:

•	 Bernoulliborg (Building V, 5161). Lecture rooms and canteen.

•	 Lecture/Exam Hall (Building A 5263) Big lecture room and exam hall where exams take place.

•	 Nijenborgh 4 (Building X, 5111). Lecture rooms.

•	 Blauwborgje 10 (Building C, 5326). Lecture rooms. Next to the ACLO, the sports center.

•	 Zernikeborg (Building G, 5431). Location of the Centre of Information Technology.
